Home Security Tips
Make sure all doors and windows are locked – lock your house even if you plan on being gone for only a few minutes.

Lock gates to prevent entry into back yard.

If you have a security system, be sure it remains activated at all times.  
If you have neighbors who are home during the daytime, ask them to keep an eye on your home and report any suspicious activity to the Meadows Place Police Department.
Call the Meadows Place Police Department to report  ANY suspicious vehicles or persons in the area.

Keep garage doors closed, even when you are at home.
Keep vehicles locked and don’t leave valuable items inside (especially in plain view).
If you arrive home and discover an open door, a window screen off or slit, a broken window, noise from inside your home – don’t go in.  Leave and call the police from your cell phone or a neighbor’s house.

When returning home, keep your vehicle doors locked and pull completely into your garage and close the door automatically before exiting your vehicle.   Watch your rear view mirror to assure no one tries to follow you into the garage.  

Don’t leave messages on your answering machine indicating you’re away from home.   

Beware of strangers at your door.  Install a peephole with a wide angle lens to prevent blind spots.

If it appears to be a delivery person at the door, and you are not expecting any deliveries, don’t open the door.  Most legitimate companies will leave the package at the door or a notice that they missed you.

The same goes for any other person at your door.  If they say they need help, talk to them through the locked door and make a telephone call for them if you wish.

Potential burglars may knock on your door to see if anyone is home.  If no one answers, they may attempt to break in.  Again, speak to them through a locked door to let them know you are home.

Females or children can tell the person at the door something like, “Just a minute, let me get my husband (or my dad).”
