The next agenda item, consideration of and action on an ordinance
authorizing the Mayor and the City Secretary to enter into an agreement with T-
Mobile to install a cell tower on City property was not ready for action.
Councilmember Kulhanek made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Staigle, to
table the item. The motion carried unanimously.

There being no further business to consider, Councilmember Kulhanek made a
motion, seconded by Councilmember Wilkens to adjourn the meeting. With
unanimous approval the meeting was adjourned at 6:14 p.m.
